At least 1,300 men and women have begun to kenmin a
cash-for-work initiative, gaining short-term emphognt and
a monthly salary of approximately $100. There wéloppor-
tunities to participate in at least 40 church-ledhenunity
recovery projects including rubble removal; rehigdtilon of
local markets, clinics, schools and churches; bane prepar-
edness through rebuilding of roads and ditches;aasistance
for vulnerable community members (e.g., the eldeHg ill
and pregnant women). These cash-for-work opporaaitill
assist both those living in the quake zone as agethose who
have temporarily relocated to non-quake zonesseowiith
family members.

The cash-for-work initiative has three main olijezs:

After many major emergencies, those impactedtien
excluded from the recovery process, which is comtgid by
large international aid agencies, NGOs and goventahe
bodies.
